August 4, 2016

Chairman Roberts called the meeting to order at 6:00 PM. 
Chairman Roberts moved and Member Kissner seconded to approve the minutes from July 7, 2016 as written. All Ayes, Carried.
Chairman Roberts had guests introduce themselves. 

Chairman Roberts stated we have changes to the Village code book, there are two ordinances that the code Officer, Bob Root wants to amend Chairman Roberts read the ordinance for Residential Districts §215-7 to add “wild animals” to the ordinance. 

Chairman Roberts moved, Member Bargher seconded to accept the motion changing the wording for ordinance on Residential Districts §215-7 in the Village of Code Book from “except that farm animals and poultry may not be pastured” to “except that farm animals and poultry or wild animals may not be pastured. 

Chairman Roberts read the ordinance for application for building permits. Code Enforcer Bob Root wanted to amend the ordinance and removing the word “roofing”. Some discussion was about the reasoning behind the removing the word for the ordinance, Guest Brenda Philpot asked if this was just for existing buildings, Chairman Roberts and Member Kissner explained that you need a building permit for anything structural and roofing can be considered structural. 

Chairman Roberts, moved, Member Kissner seconded to accept the motion to amend ordinance for Building Permits §81-9A from “installation of roofing or siding” to “installation of siding”. 

Chairman Roberts stated we have one more piece of business and it’s declaring the Village of Sidney Planning Board lead agency for the subdivision at the Civic Center. Shelly Johnson asked who the applicant is since the outside entity doesn’t own the property yet- the Village does; Deputy Clerk Riker explained that the Village of Sidney Planning Board has to declare themselves lead agency. Shelly Johnson and Chairman Roberts  both discussed the subdivision process, and admitted some confusion, but being the Village of Sidney still owned the Civic Center, they are lead agent even though even though “technically” the Village shouldn’t approve their own application for the SEQR, but in this case they must because there is a grant involved, and coordinate review with NYS Homes and Community Renewal. Shelly Johnson explained that by declaring Lead Agency you are able to coordinate SEQR which allows other Agencies involved to send their comments, and any required permits to be included in the SEQR. Shelly said a completed part 1 SEQR should be completed along with a completed Subdivision plat and explained State Agency has 30 days to respond, Deputy Clerk Riker told everyone that the State was aware and were waiting for a letter and would turn around and accept. Member Bargher asked what they were subdivided; Deputy Clerk Riker and Shelly Johnson explained they want to subdivide the police station from the civic center. Chairman Roberts asked if a resolution is needed, Shelly Johnson said just a motion is needed for the Planning Board to declare Lead Agency. 
Chairman Roberts, made the motion, Member Bargher seconded the motion to declare Planning Board of the Village of Sidney Lead Agency for Coordinated review of Subdivision with NYS Homes and Community Renewal for the Civic Center Project, Sidney Community Apartments. 
Discussions were held with guests Brenda Philpot on her concerns with the future annexation of the Lutheran Church. More discussions continued with Gene Walsh on different community topics that he is concerned about. Members expressed their understanding and referred many of their concerns to the Village Board. 
Chairman Roberts moved, Member Kissner
seconded the motion to adjourn the meeting at 7:04 PM.
